•  Travel	=mes	necessary	for	pastoral	care	and	visits	are	therefore	
								unnecessarily	long	and	wasteful.	
The	IAF	Board	of	Directors	has	recommended	that	the	Fellowship		
undertake	a	project	to	purchase	an	appropriate	vehicle	for	the	Bishop.	
To	date,	over	$US	5800		has	been	contributed	and	earmarked	for	this	
purpose.		The	goal	is	to	raise		$16,000	before	the	end	of	August	2017.	
Vehicle	maintenance,	fuel,	repairs	,	etc.,	will	be	funded	by	the	CACZ.
